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16) This week’s Rotary Foundation Thought is about
what a US$100 can do.

It is as simple as having a notebook, pencil and glue. In
Pavas, a poor district in San Jose, Costa Rica a packet of
educational materials means the difference between an
education and working on the street. Most public schools
in Costa Rica are under funded and lack many basic
supplies, so the Rohrmoser Rotary Club, Costa Rica
developed a packet of teaching materials for students and
partnered with the Vancouver Rotary Club, Canada to
distribute 777 packets to children in five very poor ele-
mentary schools. $100 buys 15 packets. Without this
project many students would not be able to continue their
education and would be forced to drop out of school.
When Every Rotarian, Every Year participates, our foun-
dation is able to continue to build a brighter future for the
children of the world.

Program: Barb Cox-Lloyd, Executive Director of Habitat for HumanitySusan Clarkson, Executive Direc-
tor, Ronald McDonald House

Barb Cox-Lloyd, Executive Director of Habitat for Humanity. spoke of their programs and the people
they assist with housing. Their mission is that access to safe decent housing is a right. There pro-
gram covers human dignity, diversity and inclusion. They build simple decent affordable homes. The
goal is to build as many homes as possible, but with cost of residential land, they are looking to more
multi-family developments to maximize land costs. In Canada the goal is to build 500 homes in the
next year.

In Saskatoon they are finishing one home, and a duplex at this time. Each unit is about 900 square
feet and normally is one bathroom but duplex had additional bathroom fixtures donated for a second
bathroom. They build four bedroom homes as all of their families have children and require more
rooms. Each property is build 95% by volunteers and home owners are given mortgages at 0% inter-
est.

Housing is a real issue here in Saskatoon as rents have increased for some from about $575.00
monthyl not so long ago, to about $900.00 monhtly currently to house the same kinds of families that
they build homes for. A family on two minimum wage full time incomes earns about $52,000.00 annu-
ally and cannot afford current rents. Over the last four years housing costs have increased by 21%,
and wages have increased 3%.

CMHC research shows that families that receive Habitat for Humanity homes have reduced stress
loads, better health and education and families are more likelt to stay together.

Partnerships with many members of the local community helps build all of their homes. They have
recently had Mount Royal student assisting with construction and students have been able to develop
career access as a result of involvement. Thay also participate in the Saskatoon Housing Initiatives
Partnership.
