Thought is about becoming a Paul Harris 

Fellow or what a $1000 dollar contribu-

tion can do.  

A US contribution of $1000 helps provide 

seven toilets in Sri Lanka. More than 2.6 

billion people still lack access to proper 

sanitation. Most people in the developed 

world do not think about their sanitation 

system unless it is not working properly, 

but in Sri Lanka many people lack access to 

proper sanitation facilities. The Rotary club 

of Ja-Ela Kandana, Sri Lanka partnering 

with the Rotary Club of Madras Northwest, 

India took the matter into their own hands 

and obtained a Rotary Foundation Matching 

Grant to provide sanitation to a small com-

munity comprising 15 families. They 

built14 toilets providing the families with 

proper sanitation. This will insure a reduc-

tion in illness and increase the health and 

wellness of this community. Rotarians meet 

the needs of the world by working through 

the Rotary Foundation.

“Eddy” was introduced by Hari Nair: Eddy is originally from Zambia and South Africa, and came to 

Canada in 1990, as a post-doctoral fellow. Eddy is an Economic Research Officer and the Theme 

leader of the Canadian Cellulosic Biorefinery Networks (Bioproducts and Bioprocessing) at Agri-

culture and Agri-Food Canada in Saskatoon.  

 

Eddy started his presentation by thanking The Rotary for all our work at the local community as 

well as internationally, and the Saskatoon Rotary Clubs for setting up the A I T camp.  

 

Eddy presented the differences between innovation and invention, saying that most wonderful ideas 

are no good if they stay in the lab and do not get out, either for profitable commercialization or for 

public goodness. Fire (prehistoric times), wheel (present since 3500Bc), spinning mills and vaccines 

are wonderful examples of how technologies changed our lives. Eddy mentioned that human rights 

also has an impact on the way innovations are commercialized and used (eg. of the Breathalyser 

starter for car), and noted that legislation is always behind innovation. 

 

Eddy cited the 20 engineering achievements of the past century (including electricity, computer, 

airplane, wireless road band) and gave some of the very new technology that will be available soon, 

such as the use of a chip as a retina replacement and the use of straw as renewable fuel.  

 

Eddy was thanked by Art Postle.
