Program: Murray McArthur and John Luross—District Conference update

John Luross mentioned that this conference was a joint conference between district 5580 and 5550. Rotary Inter-
national President John Kenny was present and about 700 persons were registered. John was impressed by the
opening ceremony involving presentations by around40 exchange students from all over the world, the numerous
exhibits such as shelterbox, schools building schools, ripple effects, and some of the achievements from Rotari-
ans. John mentioned Kathy, who started in Rotaract at 17 and created a new style of Rotary club for younger
people in Minneapolis (hours adapted to their life styles, meeting “on Skype”, ..). John also talked about the
Museum of human right (1st national museum outside of Ottawa) and the new adventure program related to the
museum: Adventures in Global citizenship.

César described the opening ceremony with all the students. César joined the students from the Netherland and
Germany, and they simulated a street fight. Japanese students built a giant Origami on stage while talking about
their country and a student from India interpreted a classical Indian dance.

Raveendra Pathiranage, senior state counsel in the attorney general's office in Sri Lanka, and Thevananth Thevanayagam, program manager for the
Refugees Rehabilitation Organization in Sri Lanka providing food, shelter, rehabilitation, and other assistance to Tamil refugees, found themselves
unlikely classmates in the inaugural session of the RPCS Program. After arguing incessantly, the two formed a strong bond, united in a desire to
bring peace to their homeland. "We erased the hard feelings and went on to ‘“What can we do to solve the problem? What can we contribute?"" said
Pathiranage. The two remain close friends even a year after completing the three-month program, which Pathiranage describes as more useful than
a year's worth of graduate study. Every minute of every day somewhere in the world our Rotary Foundation is making a difference in someone’s

life.
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
